TWITTER CHAT FORMAT 
The Twitter chat will follow a simple Q&A format with Women’s Refugee Commission (@wrcommission) 
tweeting numbered questions for individuals and organizations to respond. Given that the hashtag will receive 
considerable traffic outside of the chat in that hour (much less the day), we ask that you format your answers 
beginning with “A” and their corresponding question number (ex: A1, A2, A3), followed by #WorldRefugeeDay, 
in order to participate in the chat effectively. 

Example: 

Q1. What has history taught us about the importance of supporting and welcoming #refugees?

A1. If we look even to our own history on public attitudes toward #refugees, we find … [insert response]

If your answer exceeds 280 characters, you can format your response as follows:
